1. Definitions

(a) “Contract” means the agreement entered into between the Purchaser and the Supplier, together with the Contract Documents referred to therein, including all attachments, appendixes, and all documents incorporated by reference therein.
(b) “Contract Documents” means the documents listed in the Agreement, including any amendments thereto.
(c) “Contract Price” means the price payable to the Supplier as specified in the Agreement, subject to such additions and adjustments thereto or deductions therefrom, as may be made pursuant to the Contract.
(d) “Delivery” means the transfer of the Goods from the Supplier to the Purchaser in accordance with the terms and conditions set forth in the Contract.
(e) “Completion” means the fulfilment of the delivery and any related service by the Supplier in accordance with the terms and conditions set forth in the Contract.
(f) “Goods” means all of the commodities, raw material, machinery and equipment, and/or other materials that the Supplier is required to supply to the Purchaser under the Contract.
(g) “Purchaser” means the entity purchasing the Goods and Related Services, as specified in the SCC.
(h) “Supplier” means the natural person, private or government entity, or a combination of the above, whose bid to perform the Contract has been accepted by the Purchaser and is named as such in the Agreement, and includes the legal successors or permitted assigns of the Supplier.
(i) “ADB” is the Asian Development Bank.
2. Applicable Law 

2.1	The Contract shall be interpreted in accordance with the laws of the Purchaser's country.

3. Language 

3.1  All communications and documents related to the Contract shall be in Russian and English.

4. Assignment 

4.1	Any assignment of this Contract or of any rights hereunder, in whole or in part without the prior written consent of the Purchaser shall be void.

5. [bookmark: _Hlk27492456]Fraud and Corruption 

5.1	This Contract shall be covered by the provisions of ADB’s Anticorruption Policy (1998, as amended to date) and Integrity Principles and Guidelines (2015, as amended from time to time) that requires Borrowers (including beneficiaries of ADB-financed activity), as well as Suppliers and Contractors under ADB-financed contracts, to observe the highest standard of ethics during the procurement and execution of such contracts.

6. Fixed Contract Price  

6.1 	The prices indicated in the Form of Quotation are firm and fixed and not subject to any adjustment during contract performance.

7. Delivery Schedule 

7.1	The delivery should be completed as per schedule indicated in the Supply Schedule but not exceeding the agreed timeframe from the date of signing of contract.

8. Required Technical Specifications (with attachments as necessary)

(a) General Description, with indication of brand/model
(b) Specific details and technical standards
Supplier confirms compliance with above specifications.	

9. Delivery and Documents 

9.1 Upon delivery, the Supplier shall provide the following documents to the Purchaser:
a) Copies of the Supplier’s invoice indicating the product description, quantity, unit price, and total amount;
b) Warranty certificate from the manufacturer or supplier;
c) Certificates of conformity for the goods and components;
d) Product passport (with the manufacturer’s stamp);
e) Acceptance certificate for supplied goods and etc. 

If goods are coming by courier, supplier shall also provide prior to delivery, copies of documents that will enable Purchaser to receive the goods. The above documents shall be received by the Purchaser at least one week before arrival of the goods and, if not received, the Supplier shall be responsible for any consequent expenses.

10. Taxes and Duties 

10.1	The Supplier shall be entirely responsible for all taxes, duties, license fees, etc., incurred until delivery of the contracted Goods to the Purchaser.
11. Payment 

11.1	Payment of the contract price shall be made in the following manner:
(a) 100% after completion of delivery, confirmed by an acceptance certificate signed between the Supplier and the Purchaser.

12.1	Goods offered should be covered by manufacturer’s warranty for at least 12 months from the date of delivery to the Purchaser.   


13. Performance Security

13.1	The Supplier shall furnish a Performance Security in the amount of 5% of the Contract Price to guarantee the Supplier’s faithful performance of all contractual obligations.
13.2 	Acceptable forms of Performance Security include:
	a. Bank Guarantee; or
	b.Irrevocable Letter of Credit issued by a reputable financial institution acceptable to the Purchaser.
13.3	The Performance Security shall be submitted within 10 business days from receipt of the Notice of Award.
13.4	The Performance Security shall:
	a. Remain valid until 30 days after final delivery, acceptance of goods, and completion of all warranty obligations; and
	b. Be automatically extended if the contract performance period is extended.
13.5	Failure to submit the Performance Security within the required period constitutes grounds for annulment of the award.
13.6	The Purchaser may claim the Performance Security if the Supplier fails to perform any contractural obligation.
13.7	The Performance Security shall be released promptly, not more than 10 banking days, once all obligations are satisfactorily fulfilled.

14. Defects 

14.1	All defects will be corrected by the Supplier without any cost to the Purchaser within 14 calendar day from the date of notice by Purchaser. The name and address of service facility where the defects are to be corrected by the Supplier within the warranty period are:

15. Resolution of Disputes 

[bookmark: _Hlk23339292]15.1	The Purchaser and the Supplier shall make every effort to resolve amicably by direct informal negotiation any disagreement or dispute between them under or in connection with the Contract. In the case of an unresolved dispute between the Purchaser and the Supplier, the dispute shall be settled in accordance with the provisions of the arbitration law of the Kyrgyz Republic.
16. Failure to Perform 

16.1	The Purchaser may cancel the Agreement if the Supplier fails to deliver the Goods, in accordance with the above terms and conditions, despite a 14-day notice given by the Purchaser, without incurring any liability to the Supplier. 
17. Force Majeure  

17.1	The supplier shall not be liable for penalties or termination for default if and to the extent that its delay in performance or other failure to perform its obligations under the Contract is the result of an event of Force Majeure.
(a) For purposes of this Clause, “Force Majeure” means an event beyond the control of the Supplier and not involving the Supplier’s fault or negligence and not foreseeable. Such events may include, but not restricted to, act of Purchaser in its sovereign capacity, wars or revolutions, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, and freight embargoes.
(b) If a Force Majeure situation arises, the Supplier shall promptly notify the Purchaser in writing of such condition and the cause thereof. Unless otherwise directed by the Purchaser in writing, the Supplier shall continue to perform its obligations under the Contract as far as is reasonably practical and shall seek all reasonable alternative means for performance not prevented by Force Majeure event. 
18. [bookmark: _Hlk27492420]Termination Due to Integrity Violation

18.1	The Purchaser may terminate this Contract, in whole or in part, if the Supplier, in the judgment of the Purchaser has engaged in integrity violations in accordance with Clause 5 [Fraud and Corruption], in competing for or in executing this Contract.
19. Accounts and Records 

19.1	The Supplier shall keep accurate and systematic accounts and records in respect of the delivered goods in such form and detail as are customary in the industry, for a period of no less than 3 years after the expiration or termination of this Contract.
20. Suspension of ADB Loan or Credit 

20.1	In the event that ADB suspends the Loan or Credit to the Purchaser, from which part of the payments to the Supplier are being made,
(a) the Purchaser is obligated to notify the Supplier, with copy to the Purchaser’s representative, of such suspension within 7 days of having received ADB’s suspension notice.
