Intellectual property must be protected
by law

International Business Council with the sup-
port of USAID for Regional Trade Liberaliza-
tion and Customs Project (RTLC) held a press
café on Protection of Intellectual Property
Rights (IPR) on February 11, 2011.
The press café was at-
tended by Abdykalil To-
koev, Head of the Depart-
ment of Industrial Prop-

Journalists and experts discussed such questions as
the role and importance of IPR in economic devel-
opment of the country and legal aspects of it, analy-
sis of Kyrgyz laws, WTO principles and recom-
mendations, anti-counterfeiting and cooperation
with customs and law-enforcement bodies and
amnesty and punishment for violators.

Problems on protection of IPR are especially im-
portant in the conditions of country’s development
given the transition market economy, formation of
legal culture, aggravation of unfair competition and
emergence of new IP that required adequate pro-
tection. In Kyrgyzstan law of IPR is a relatively
young area and it’s protection mechanism is ex-
tremely inefficient.

Around 90% of content of Kyrgyz television com-
panies is pirated goods, reported that Sergey Pav-
lovsky, President of the Kyrgyz Association of
Rights Holders of Intellectual Property Protection.
Initially association has represented Microsoft’s
interests and after that Russian accounting software
(1C). At the moment the organization combats the
production and distribution of pirated audio-video
products as well. Countetfeit goods are widely
available over the Internet. According to him,
manufacturers of cosmetics and alcoholic bever-
ages often approach the association for protection
of their rights. The association identifies the factors
of production or sale of counterfeit goods and then
examines them and addresses the financial police.

Unfortunately, in Kyrgyzstan a damage caused by
pirated products has not been calculated by any-
body. Low fines for counterfeit products are not
deterrent in the production and realization of pi-
rated products. To make the situation better, Pav-
lovsky (see picture left) proposes to increase the
amount of fines, as well as to block websites with
pirated content.
In this case customs and other government agencies
play a leading role and have rights to close illegal business and
confiscate counterfeit goods.
The registration of IP in the Kyrgyz Republic is represented by
Kyrgyz patent Examination Department of audio and video
goods, working closely with Customs and financial police.
According to Abdykalil Tokoev (see picture
left), Head of Department of Industrial Prop-
erty and Selection Achivements Examination,
Kyrgyz Patent’s employees have reviewed
250,000 samples since 1998. Last year Kyrgyz
Patent experts participated in 15 trials regard-
ing the protection of intellectual property
1 rights. He mentioned that one of the prob-
lems is improper registration of application
forms by the local applicants and low legal culture of citizens.
Lawyer of RTLC Project Umida Khaknazar (see picture below)
believes the reason of looming modern piracy occurs from the
Soviet period, when the copyright was not based on law but on
the system privileges of an author. Since the independence, all
post-soviets union countries have been overflowed with intel-
lectual piracy.
Kyrgyzstan is a WT'O member and adopted legislation
to protect intellectual property rights in accordance
with international rules. According to the WTO, law
enforcement and customs bodies should have suffi-
cient authority to suspend, confiscate and destroy
counterfeit goods in certain circumstances and without
right holdet's application, said Jovan Jekic. Neverthe-
less the production and realization of counterfeit goods
have been increasing in the country. The situation is compli-
cated by the fact that Kyrgyzstan as an importing and re-
exporting country accepts imported goods without product
identification. The absence of criminal responsibility for viola-
tion of intellectual property rights puts a right holder in un-
equal position in front of violators.
Thus, the problem lies in the legal application of WTO rules
and it is a matter of political will, says Jovan Jekic (5ee picture).
The experience of other countries shows that noth-
ing will change without political will. Government
and society should realize that the intellectual prop-
erty must be protected by law like any other prop-
erty in Kyrgyzstan.

Kyrgyzstan ranks 83rd spot according to international
ranking of economic freedom

This was informed by Russian news sources. Reportedly, the
Index is prepared by the American Research Institute Heritage
Foundation and newspaper the Wall Street Journal. The study
involved 183 countries. The in-
dex measures ten components of
economic freedom, assigning a
grade in each using a scale from 0
to 100, where 100 represents the
maximum freedom. The ten
component scotes are then aver-
aged to give an overall economic
freedom score for each country.
The Index covers 10 freedoms —
from property rights to entrepreneurship — in 183 countries.

As previous years this year too the leading position has Hong
Kong, following Singapore (86.1), Australia, New Zealand,
Switzetland, Canada, Ireland, Denmark, USA and Bahrain. Best
of the counttries in the CIS and EurAsEC was Armenia, which
finished 36th. And in Central Asia, Kazakhstan — 78th spot,
followed by Kyrgyzstan, who stands between Croatia and Sa-
moa. KR has been attributed to a group of moderately free
countries. Russia, for comparison, is on 143th place, Uzbeki-
stan on 163 and Ukraine 164.

USA adopted Final Rule on Country of Origin Labeling of
Packed Honey

On 14 January 2011 the United
States notified WTO member
states that Agricultural Market-
ing Service adopted the final rule
on country of origin labeling of
packed honey. This final rule
adopts an interim rule, with
change, establishing new regula-
tions addressing country of ori-
gin labeling for packed honey bearing any official USDA mark
or statement. Also, the rule added a new cause for debarment
from inspection and certification service for honey if country of
origin labeling requirements are not met for packages of honey
containing official USDA grade marks or statements. The rule
was necessary because section 10402 of the Food, Conservation
and Energy Act of 2008 (2008 Farm Bill) amended the Agricul-
tural Marketing Act of 1946 to require country of origin labeling
for honey if it contains official USDA grade marks or statements

South Korea proposed to revise safety criteria for industrial
products.
On 27 January 2011 South Korea notified
WTO member states that it proposed to
revise safety criteria for industrial products
subject to self-regulatory safety confirmation.
This proposal is to revise the safety criteria
| for wallpaper and paper linoleum, and toys
subject to self-regulatory safety confirmation.
Safety criteria for wallpaper and paper lino-
leum is going to be revised for creating safety
requirements for hazardous chemicals, which
regulate the total amount of their contents in wallpaper less than
or equal to 0.1%. Safety criteria for toys is going to be revised for
creating safety requirements for pocket heater (hot pack) among
the toys that have heat sources, which regulate temperature under
70° C.

China adopted National Standard on Fireworks

On 3 February 2011 China notified WTO
member states that it adopted the National
Standard of the P.R.C., Fireworks and Fire-
cracker - Black Powder. This standard specifies
the classifications, requirements, test methods,
inspection rules, package, marking, storage and
transportation for black powder used in fire-
works and firecrackers. This standard applies to
the production, sale, acceptance and storage of
black powder used in fireworks and firecrackers. It does not apply
to black powder for civil explosive and military gunpowder. The
standard was adopted for the purposes of regulating the market
and ensuring the safety of people.
